Objectives:

· To develop language

· To learn about balance in nature, using the life cycle of butterfly as an example

Materials:

· THE VERY HUNGRY CATERPILLAR

· Toilet-paper tube

· Tongue depressor or ice-cream pop stick

· Heavy paper

· 6”(150mm) piece of pipe cleaner, folded in half

· Markers or crayons

· Scissors and glue

· Poem CATERPILLAR by Lillian Vabada

PROCEDURE

Anticipatory Set:

Students will first sit on the floor and read THE VERY HUNGRY CATERPILLAR and discuss the changes of a caterpillar into a butterfly.

Vocabulary:

Summer- the season between spring and fall, lasts from June 21 until August 21

Chrysalis- called pupa; it looks like a tiny leather pouch and can be found underneath leaves in the summer.

Activities:

1. Read and discuss THE VERY HUNGRY CATERPILLAR by Eric Carle

2. Go over the changes of a caterpillar into a butterfly

3. Make butterfly puppets

· Cut out and color a butterfly from the heavy paper.  Use any colors, but make both halves look the same.  Put a small hole at the top of the butterfly’s head

· Color the toilet paper tube to look like a chrysalis. (A monarch butterfly’s chrysalis is green.)

·  Take a piece of pipe cleaner and shape it like the letter “V”.  Put one point through the little hole in the butterfly’s head and then twist it looks like antennae.  Butterflies use these “feelers” to learn about their environment.

· Glue the butterfly to one end of the tongue depressor or ice-cream pop stick.  Let the glue dry.

· Curl the butterfly's wings and slide it into the chrysalis.

· Pull the stick to make the beautiful butterfly come out of the chrysalis.

4. Read the poem CATERPILLAR by Lillian Vabada

Provisions for special needs: N/A

Closure:

We will go over the changes a butterfly makes.

Questions:

· What are the stages a caterpillar goes through to become a butterfly?

· How many stages does a butterfly go through?

· What is the name for pupa?

Assessment:

Children will answer the above questions and will be able to identify the stages.
